6.2.1.4. Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimento, aptidées e competéncias a desenvolver pelos

estudantes)

Esta disciplina tem por objetivo a pratica das competéncias na lingua inglesa e a aquisicao de vocabulario
técnico em inglés da area de Enfermagem com o propésito de desenvolver as suas competéncias
linguisticas, sociolinguisticas e pragmaticas. Ao final do semestre, o aluno serd capaz de: (1)
compreender a linguagem falada e escrita em diferentes estilos e complexidades gramaticais e lexicais;
(2) produzir discurso oral e escrito utilizando diferentes estilos e variedades gramaticais e lexicais; e (3)
desenvolver a sua autonomia e criatividade.

This course aims at the practise of English skills and acquisition of technical vocabulary in the area of
English for Nursing in order to develop the linguistic, sociolinguistic and pragmatic competences, so each
student is able to: (1) understand oral and written language in different styles and grammatical/lexical
difficulties; (2) produce oral and written language using different styles and grammatical/lexical varieties;
and (3) develop his/her autonomy and creativity.

Os conteudos programaticos estdo relacionados com os objetivos da unidade curricular na medida em
que incidem diretamente na aquisicao e desenvolvimento das competéncias orais e escritas (producao,
rececao e interagdo), gramatica e vocabulario, de acordo com os pressupostos definidos pelo Conselho
da Europa (Quadro Europeu Comum de Referéncia para as Linguas: aprendizagem, ensino e avaliagao)
para a elaboracdo de programas de linguas e linhas de orientacéo curriculares.

6.2.1.6. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives:

The syllabus is related to the objectives of the curricular unit inasmuch as it allows for the acquisition and
development of the oral and written skills (production, reception and interaction), grammar practice and
vocabulary enhancement, in accordance with the recommendations produced by the Council of Europe
(Common European Framework of Reference for Languages: learning, teaching, assessment) for the
elaboration of language syllabuses and curriculum guidelines.

6.2.1.7. Metodologias de ensino (avalia¢do incluida):




Devido a natureza pratica da disciplina, a metodologia adotada centrar-se-4 na aquisicdo e
desenvolvimento das quatro competéncias (producao oral, rececdo oral, producédo escrita e rececao
escrita), vocabulario e gramatica. As aulas serao estruturadas a partir da selecdo de unidades/capitulos
de um manual da area de Enfermagem. Os alunos poderdo escolher entre duas modalidades de
avaliacdo: (1) continua ou (2) exame: (1) Avaliacdo continua: duas frequéncias escritas, (2) Um exame.

6.2.1.7. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation):

Due to the practical nature of the course, the methodology adopted will focus on the acquisition and
development of the four skills (speaking, listening, writing and reading), vocabulary and grammar. Classes
will be structured based on the selected units of a chosen textbook on Nursing. Students may choose
between two types of assessment: (1) continuous or (2) exam: (1) Continuous assessment: Two Written
Tests (“Frequéncia”), (2) One Exam.

6.2.1.8. Demonstracdo da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com o0s objetivos de aprendizagem
da unidade curricular.

A abordagem da metodologia de aprendizagem e de ensino de uma lingua estrangeira tem que ser
abrangente e apresentar todas as opg¢des de um modo explicito e transparente. Os métodos a serem
usados serdo aqueles considerados mais eficazes no alcangar dos objetivos combinados em funcéo das
necessidades dos alunos no seu contexto social. Deste modo, as variadas metodologias de ensino
propostas em 6.2.1.7. contribuem para que os objetivos e competéncias identificados em 6.2.1.4. sejam
atingidos pois possibilitam que o aluno disponha de um leque alargado de atividades que facilitam a
aquisicdo das competéncias linguisticas e aos objetivos da unidade curricular.

The approach to the methodology of learning and teaching a foreign language has to be comprehensive,
presenting all options in an explicit and transparent way. The methods to be employed are those
considered to be the most effective in reaching the objectives agreed in the light of the needs of the
learners in their social context.
